ednesday saw the climax of The London Season’s charity fund-raising year with the resurrection of The Queen Charlotte’s Ball. This society event, initially started in the Georgian Period, originally was a formal ‘coming out’ of the year’s debutants as they were presented to royalty. It now marks the end of a ‘season’ of fund-raising conducted by VIth Formers who, at this event, recreate the role of the ‘debs’ complete with long, flowing white silk gowns, beautiful jewellery (some £2 million worth between them it would seem ~ no wonder they had bodyguards) and ‘debs’ delights’ in the form of young officers from the Household Division and the Coldstream Guards. The Ball was held at the Dubar Court, which is an extra-ordinary, high Victorian Imperial building constructed to recreate the architectural form of a Maharaja’s palace, and now used by the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, mostly for State occasions.

ore House has provided most of the ‘debs’ this year in the form of UVIth and LVIth and they had been most successful in raising £15,000 towards the Season’s target of £100,000 to support the work of this year’s charity, Lord Winston’s Neo-Natal Clinic at The Queen Charlotte’s Hospital. In recognition of her hard work and leadership our own Fleur De Sousa, last year’s Head Girl, was voted ‘deb of the year’. The whole event was covered by the national TV and print media, and you can expect to see coverage in publications such as The Sunday Express and Hello! Magazine in the next few months. There is also the Channel 4 documentary, featuring our girls, which is due to be aired some time in November.

New arrangements for Activities
A new version of the Activities Programme is attached to this copy of The Newsletter and it supersedes the one which was issued last week. The reason for this is that we have been able to provide even more Activities both during lunch time and after school.
