This is run by a group of nuns and caters for 32 children. In the past the School has raised money so they can build dormitories, and improve their kitchen and toilet facilities. This time we are hoping to raise the money they need to build a shower block. The first part of the evening was a showing of GCSE and A Level Art and Textiles work, with a range of girls from throughout the School modeling the various creations such as hats and bodices. The half time break offered the opportunity to purchase the various cakes and breads which the VIth Form had persuaded local businesses to donate to this good cause. The second half of the evening saw the models parading in the various T-shirts which had been entered in the fashion competition. Under the terms of this competition the girls, and Staff, had just 4 days to create a T-shirt design.
