he first set of the new wireless hot spots are now operational within the School’s buildings. These provide coverage for the Library and the VIth Form Suite and allow access to the internet via the School’s filtered service. It is not possible to access the School’s intranet yet, but that is on the development list for the ICT Department.

he School has also started a pilot project to assess the impact of increased ICT access by issuing to a small set of guinea pigs a number of new, wireless-enabled notebooks to be used in the classroom and at home. This project will run over a number of weeks and should give us some hard data with which to plan the next stage of the ICT Development Project, so watch this space.
