The works performed ranged from Schubert, Vivaldi and Purcell through to Gary Jules, Ryu and Nirvana. These composers, mixed with our own, produced an eclectic mix for the audience. Miriamtha Dahdal (UVIth) performed Purcell’s Music for a While, Schumann’s Widmung and performed a traditional Arabic piece for lute and voice Mijana. Luisa Ruocco (UVIth) sang two pieces: Fauré’s Après un rêve and Gershwin’s Summertime whilst Alice Shale (UVIth) performed Dream a Little Dream of Me by Schwandt/Andree. The evening was brought to a wonderful conclusion (as the snow started to fall once again outside the windows) by a guitar trio rendition of Waterloo Sunset by The Kinks.
