These were just some of the responses to Unknown Author - a 30 minute devised UVIth Form 
play which inspired and dazzled our Studio audiences this week. Under the guidance of Miss 
Stuart and Mrs Martin (and the much-missed Mrs. McCluskey), the creative duo of Jessye 
Romeo and Jessica Johnston-Crombie yet again proved themselves to be talented and 
accomplished actresses. On this occasion however, they were not only the stars of the show, 
but the playwrights and producers too. As part of their Drama and Theatre Studies A Level, 
the pair were given the challenging task of creating a piece inspired by an Ertha Kitt song, 
two apples, and some rather disheveled-looking pieces of paper. Four months and a lot of 
hard work later, the result was a scintillating fusion of theatrical styles ranging from 
absurdist theatre to naturalism. Cassandra, a suicidal author, faces the surreal and ultimately 
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destructive experience of being confronted by her own fictional creation: Eve – a West Indian 
immigrant who struggles amidst the racial tension embedded in 1950’s Britain. In an 
innovative and postmodern style, the play discarded a conventional plot-driven approach in 
favour of a sketch format that culminated in a farcical lecture from two ‘professors’ who 
attempt to unravel some of the complex themes of the play. Their comical failure at this task 
only served to ensure that the audience was left with more than enough to discuss over their 
post-show drinks.

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Indoor Sky Divers 
 
Sky diving illustrates some important ideas in Physics. Gravity causes a downward force (weight) that 
accelerates the diver earthwards. Air friction opposes this motion and creates an upwards force (drag) 
that increases as the diver moves faster. When the drag equals the weight no more acceleration is 
possible and the diver moves at terminal velocity. 
 
Wind tunnels can now produce fast air movement that makes enough drag to balance the weight a 
human body indoors. Sky divers use these tunnels to practice their sport. Stability is the key, you do not 
want to tumble out of control in a sky dive or the parachute will not open safely. A stable flying 
position is shown below. The instructor is flying at the same time to help with stability. 
 

 
 
Most of the drag (yellow arrows) is created by the arms, legs and head. All of these must be above the 
rest of the body because drag acts upwards. Most of the weight (green arrow) acts downwards on the 
torso so it needs to be low. If the centre of gravity (green dot) is out of line with the centre of drag 
(yellow dot) the flier will topple over.  
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
