From the Science Department

Mr Lloyd (Head of Science) has written about the new learning initiative his Department has launched for Year 10 and 11:

Science Department Staff have decided to support a new service for girls in Years 10 and 11. This is because girls now take important examinations that can contribute to final grades during both years. The service can help girls to prepare for the examinations if they use it well. 

A web site has been set up to provide topic tests which can be taken on line, at school or at home. Each test will be available for a limited time of about one week after each topic has been completed. The tests are marked automatically and profiled to show which topics are well understood and which need further revision. The results and profiles are available to staff so that they can adapt their teaching if necessary to address any topics that are causing concern.

Use of this service is in addition to our current practices. Written tests will continue to be set in class time and homework will be required as usual. Occasionally the homework will be to take one of the on-line tests. Each attempt at a test is allowed 30 minutes. Model answers are available. Help will be readily available from Science staff if any girls find the web site difficult to use.

All girls are being given their personal 'user name'  and password to enter the site. The address is www.ResultsPlusProgress.com. Please look at the site yourself to see how it works. Sample questions are available to you.
