Record deal for one of More House’s Staff

It is with very great delight that The Newsletter publishes the following press release:
FIVE singing teachers have bypassed television talent shows to clinch a £1.25 million recording deal, it was revealed today.
The five professionals, collectively known as The Gala Ensemble, will front a promotion of the works of Gilbert and Sullivan, after SonyBMG launched a hunt for singing tutors.

Baritone Jonathan Prentice, from Bournemouth, Leeds mezzo soprano Hannah Pedley, Lichfield tenor Richard Knight, and sopranos Elinor Moran, from Stoke-on-Trent, and Sally Johnson, from Liverpool, were assembled by the label to record a new album of the Victorian opera composers' work.
“The quintet were chosen for their previous experience in opera and theatre production”’, a spokesman said. Richard Hinkley, of SonyBMG, added: "The quality of singing required for Gilbert and Sullivan repertoire meant we needed performers with both great technical ability and also versatility and personality. Teaching singing requires all of these skills, so it was to teachers that we turned."
The Gala Ensemble's album, The Best of Gilbert and Sullivan, featuring songs from the Pirates of Penzance, HMS Pinafore and The Mikado, is due for release on November 24
