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YEAR 10 GEOGRAPHY SCHEME OF WORK

UNIT GCSE H2 - GLOBALISATION
Philosophy:

This is a relatively new topic to pupils at GCSE, although they will have studied aspects related to globalisation in previous units such as Unit KS3 8 (Hazards) where pupils studied energy sources and sustainability related to climate change and Unit KS3 9 (Political Geography) where pupils studied issues relating to Transnational Corporations and the European Union.  This topic is one of the options in the 40302 Human Geography paper and has been chosen extend pupils’ understanding of an important global process that is increasing in pace and affecting more areas of their everyday lives.  It builds upon areas of the KS3 Programme of Study, particularly 1.4 (interdependence), thus pupils should also be familiar with some issues related to globalisation.

Pedagogy:

Kinaesthetic learners will be targeted through the ‘who said that?’ card sorting activity which allows them to move around the room to match the photographs with the perspectives of different characters affected by the decision of Norwich Union (Aviva) to move their call centre to Mumbai, whilst the images should attract visual learners.  The Nike role play related to the conditions faced by workers in Recently Industrialising Countries (RICs) should also be attractive to kinaesthetic learners.  Videos relating to globalisation, global economic activity, the BBC Panorama report of abuses of workers making Primark products and the Changing China programme on work and enterprise as well as local reports about recycling and renewable energy (including ‘carbon credits’) are designed to engage visual learners.  Thinking skills are also quite prominent in the unit – as well as living graphs on changing industrial structure and changing energy consumption there are ‘odd one out’ activities, mysteries, an energy DME and two enquiries involving research to stimulate learners.  Pupils are provided with an Understanding GCSE Geography for AQA Specification A pupil textbook written for the new specification.  This provides additional activities for revision purposes and is particularly effective for visual learners.
Differentiation:

Many of the thinking skills activities have been primarily designed to stretch and challenge the more able pupils, providing them progression and helping them access the level 3 criteria when answering the examination questions.   It is possible that some pupils in the class will be taking the Foundation tier in the examination (it is possible under the new specification to re-sit a paper at a different tier or take the physical and human examinations in different tiers depending on the requirements of the individual pupil).  As a result, questions will be identified as relating primarily to higher or foundation tier; as a result, pupils will answer the questions that are related to the level of examination they will be taking, although a pupil sitting the foundation tier will also have the option of including higher tier questions if they so desire (for example, the China enquiry, designed by Bob Digby, involves some aspects that are more characteristic of higher tier questions).
