· Pupils look at the problems that growth of industry causes to poor people in LEDCs as CBDs expand - through a rôle-play

	What are the environmental consequences of industry? (1 lesson)
	· To understand that industries create environmental consequences 
	· Pupils consider how MEDCs are introducing legislation to reduce pollution while there are serious problems in LEDCs (eg. Bhopal)
	· Powerpoint GCSE 4.7

	· Pupils create a leaflet telling the story of Bhopal or Seveso and suggesting legislation that could stop it happening again (SMSC)

	What are the consequences of science parks on rural-urban fringes? (1 lesson)
	· To understand that growth in the quaternary sector is resulting in pressure on rural-urban fringes
	· Pupils take part in a rôle-play about whether Cambridge Science Park should expand
	· Powerpoint GCSE 4.6

	· Pupils prepare rôle-play positions for a debate between farmers, business owners, local government, local residents and nature groups (SMSC)
