YEAR 11 GEOGRAPHY SCHEME OF WORK

UNIT GCSE 6 – MANAGING RESOURCES

Philosophy:

This unit is new to pupils in that it contains elements relating to tourism that they will not have studied before at GCSE.  However, it also contains issues relating to energy that pupils will have examined at KS3 in Unit KS3 8 (Hazards), where pupils investigated the causes, effects and possible solutions to the issue of global warming.  Pupils will also be familiar with questions of renewable and non-renewable energy from other subjects, especially the Physics component of the Science GCSE.  These issues are important to girls who aspire to work in the travel or tourism industry.  Many of the girls are also well-travelled and will have a good understanding of what it is like to be a tourist so should be able to relate to many of the issues studied, especially some of the niche tourism markets (eg. pilgrimages to Rome or Mecca).  Issues of renewable energy are vital for the future of the world, so it is imperative that pupils can understand the stakes involved and understand ways in which sustainable development can be achieved as global citizens. 
Pedagogy:

The unit uses a variety of thinking skills activities to encourage pupils to think about tourism and sustainable development to a deeper extent as these are important issues for the future, especially sustainable development as a multi-faceted theme.  As a result, simulations (Joule Island), living graphs (relating resource use to the Demographic Transition Model and the Rostow Model to encourage synoptic understanding of resource issues as well as relating the advantages and disadvantages of a tourist resort to each stage of Butler’s life-cycle model), and mysteries (about consequences of increased use of non-renewable resources) are used throughout.  These also tend to enthuse learners and often prove to raise heated opinions, allowing all to access a greater level of understanding.  Kinaesthetic learners will be interested in the debate to what extent (if any) humans are responsible for the climate change that we are experiencing and the role play to investigate the benefits and disadvantages of mass tourism in LEDCs such as Gambia to various groups.  Brainstorms of the reasons why tourists are attracted to tourist areas (the Lake District and Kenya) are used to attract visual learners as well as various clips from news programmes to investigate various aspects of resource use (recycling and use of carbon credits) or renewable energy (wind turbines at Scroby Sands, off the coast of Great Yarmouth).  Music extracts from various tourist locations and extracts of articles relating to the Costa del Sol from tourist booklets and newspaper reports are used to attract auditory learners.      
Differentiation:

It is possible that some pupils in the class will be taking the Foundation tier in the examination.  As a result, questions will be identified as relating primarily to higher or foundation tier; as a result, pupils will answer the questions that are related to the level of examination they will be taking, although a pupil sitting the foundation tier will also have the option of including higher tier questions if they so desire (for example, explaining the many consequences of increased non-renewable resource use which is adapted from an A-level task and designed to allow stretch and challenge opportunities).  However, Cloze activities and worksheets are used to cater for pupils who are likely to sit the Foundation tier paper.  The global warming project is also carefully structured to be suitable for less able pupils whilst allowing higher ability pupils to investigate the issue in much greater detail.  In role-plays, less able pupils can be allocated to roles which involve more straightforward arguments or points of view (eg. nature groups or hotel-owners in the Gambia role-play rather than more complex roles such as local residents or hotel cleaners who have mixed opinions, identifying some quite complex advantages and disadvantages.
