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YEAR 8 GEOGRAPHY SCHEME OF WORK

UNIT KS3 5 - POPULATION

Philosophy:

The aim of this unit is to introduce pupils to an important issue affecting the world today, particularly when linked to the issue of resources and the problems that overpopulation could result.  Pupils are encouraged to evaluate the advantages and disadvantages of population control policies such as sterilisation (used in India) and the Chinese ‘One Child Policy’ which are controversial and often raise some vocal opinions, especially in the ensuing role play.  A number of current issues of importance to the UK and other MEDC are considered through a consideration of the problems caused by an increasingly aging population as well as the issue of migration.  However, pupils are encouraged to reconsider their beliefs regarding immigration from a negative phenomenon, based upon media scare-mongering of illegal immigration, towards a positive one where immigration can be seen as a solution to the problem of an ageing population in Britain.  They are also encouraged to differentiate clearly between legal and illegal immigration as well as to understand the situation faced by refugees.  As many of our girls have links with embassies, they enjoy undertaking the migration project.   

Pedagogy:

Kinaesthetic learners are likely to be attracted to the Chinese ‘One Child Policy’ role play where they adopt the stance of either the mother, father, a family planning officer or the ‘elders’ police’.  This often generates a deeper understanding of the difficult issues involved, especially for those playing the role of the mother and who decide to keep their child despite the threats from those representing the state.  The migration role play also helps pupils put themselves in the place of a migrant, thus encouraging empathy.  The migration debate is designed to primarily enthuse auditory learners.  Visual learners will be attracted by the bath model, the use of choropleth maps, the Demographic Transition Model and population pyramids as well as diagrams to show the many negative effects that very youthful and ageing populations can bring.  Creation of the choropleth maps, involving a large amount of colouring, also tends to interest the kinaesthetic learners and promote learning generally by forming links between the more creative (usually right) and reasoning hemispheres (usually left) of the brain.
Differentiation:

Some of the questions are designed as extension questions for more able pupils.  For example, in the population pyramids sheet, many of the questions referring to the differences between the pyramids as well as the pyramid to show immigration to Australia are targeted towards more able pupils.  Similarly, transforming the line graph for population in England and Wales into a living graph is primary directed towards the more able, although it also encourages thinking skills for all pupils.  In the role plays, more difficult roles should be given to the more able pupils in the group (eg. the roles of the father or elders’ police which involve ambivalent attitudes whilst the roles of the mother and family planning officer are diametrically opposed and more easy to represent).  The use of a GCSE textbook to investigate the Green Revolution is also targeted more to able pupils.

· Pupils look at the case study of Turkey and the  effects of migration on Turkey and Germany

· Pupils take part in a rôle-play as either an MEDC, LEDC, UN or EU to discuss the effects of migration

· Pupils script and perform a drama as either Allison migrating to Singapore or Pedro Mexico to America

· Pupils carry out a research project on migration in their family (or world movements)
